Finland in a nutshell [edit]

Finland, officially the Republic of Finland, is a Nordic Country situated in Morthern Europe. It is the eighth largest country in Europe in terms of area and the most
sparsely populated country in the European Union. Finland has been a member of the European Union since 1995, independent since 1917 and autonomous since 1809.
The capital city is Helsinki.

The population of Finland is some 5.3 million inhabitants and the majority is concentrated in the south: 71 % of Finns live in towns or in urban areas, whereas only 29 %
live in rural areas. Finland has two official languages: Finnish and Swedish. Finnish is spoken by 91.5 % and Swedish by 5.5 % of the population. Sami (Lappish) is the
mother tongue of about 1,700 people.

Finland is a democratic, parliamentary republic with a central government and local governments in 415 municipalities. Greater Helsinki {including Helsinki, Espoo and
Vantaa) totals over a million residents and a third of the GDP. Other major cities include Tampere, Turku and Oulu.

Swiss Virtual Campus

The Swiss Virtual Campus (SVC) promotes learning over the Internet at the Swiss Institutions of Higher Education (Universities, Universities of Applied Sciences, and
Swiss Federal Institutes of Technology). Students are no longer tied to a programme of lectures with set times and locations; they can acquire knowledge whenever and
wherever they choose.

Subject specialists as well as experts on education and didactic methods ensure high course quality outside the framework of conventional lectures. Multilingual modules
and cooperation between institutions of higher education take account of the special conditions in Switzerland. Competence Centres are set up to support project
development.

At the moment there are 82 courses online, covering a wide spectrum of disciplines. Another 30 from the 4th and last series are in preparation.
